Freedom of Road Riders® (FORR) is a not-for-profit organization dedicated to guarding the rights of all motorcyclists, to
keep them informed of laws that will help or hinder them as motorcyclists, to promote safety, brotherhood and freedom
for all motorcyclists. Our membership, which is made up of individuals from all walks of life, own and/or ride almost
every make & model, old & new, throughout the state of Missouri. We all have one thing in common... we all love
motorcycles, and desire to protect our rights to own, build and enjoy them. We're not just about helmet laws! We work in
all areas of motorcyclist rights and freedoms; to pursue such rights as Equal Access to Riders, Anti-Health/Insurance
Discrimination, Pro-Rider & Driver Safety Training, just to name a few. We are currently requesting information from
candidates who are seeking to represent our membership in the Missouri Legislature, and would appreciate a response
regarding your position on the following issues:

1. Would you support our efforts to change the mandatory helmet law in the State of Missouri and give adults over the age
of 21 the right to choose whether or not to wear a helmet? This bill in the 2009 legislative session was reported as having
no negative fiscal impact on the State. Statistics in states that have modified or repealed their helmet laws have shown a
substantial increase in the number of registered motorcycles resulting in increased tax revenues as well as increased
tourism dollars from motorcyclists visiting or traveling through the state who would avoid coming to Missouri with a
mandatory helmet requirement.

2. We strongly believe that safety comes from preventing the accident through driver/rider education programs rather than
just mandating the use of safety equipment. Would you support legislation which brings back Driver’s Education,
encompassed with Rider’s Awareness, back into our schools? While we realize funding for educational programs is
stretched to say the least, we strongly feel the lack of proper driver educational instruction is why Missouri ranks 7"
nationwide in teenage fatalities.

3. Missouri currently has a Motorcycle Safety Trust Fund established to provide funding for motorcycle rider education
programs. Would you help protect the funding for the Motorcycle Safety Trust Fund by voting against legislation that
attempted to reduce or remove monies from this fund for other state usage?

4. The US Congress is currently considering legislation which would require vehicle manufacturers to make specialty
diagnostic testing software, tools and equipment available to small businesses/”’mom and pop shops” and/or to individuals
who wish to work on their own vehicles. This legislation is commonly known as the "Right to Repair Act" (HR 2057, as
introduced last April). The legislation would provide car owners with the right to decide where and how they have their
vehicle serviced, whether it is a new car dealer or independent service facility. Under the bill, the Federal Trade
Commission (FTC) would develop regulations requiring car companies to share the same information and tools that they
make available to their franchised dealers, with the independent service industry and car owners. Would you support this
type of legislation?

5. Would you sign on as a Sponsor/Co-sponsor for the above mentioned bills once they are prepared?
6. Would you actively support and push for passage of the above mentioned bills?
